According to the policy of the government, all the 

applications will be verified by the committee formed under the chairmanship of SDM and if the application is 

found to be eligible, it is recommended to the concerned Deputy Commissioner to approve the name of the stipend. 

After the approval of the deputy Commissioner/the Constituency Assistant Labor Commissioner/ Labor and 

Counselling Officer forwards the lists of the amounts for the bank accounts of the beneficiaries to the concerned 

board.
